brown envelope with name and profession; and to pay the Initial Registration Fee of P600 and
Annual Registration Fee of P450 for 2010-2013 for RADIOLOGIC TECHNOLOGIST; Initial
Registration Fee of P450 and Annual Registration Fee of P420 for 2010-2013 for X-RAY
TECHNOLOGIST. Successful examinees should personally register and sign in the
Roster of Registered Professionals.
